Day 1 London to Split, Croatia. Fly by scheduled flight. On arrival 
transfer to the Queen Eleganza.

Return to the ship for lunch and enjoy a relaxing 
afternoon at sea as we sail to Opuzen, located 12 kilometres from the 
coast on the Neretva River, where we moor overnight allowing for the 
opportunity to dine ashore independently this evening.

Day 4 Mostar, Bosnia-Herzegovina. Today we cross the border into 
Bosnia-Herzegovina for our visit to Mostar. In the 15th century, Mostar 
became a thriving centre on the banks of the emerald Neretva River 
under the Ottoman Turks. Damaged by the military conflict in the 1990s, 
the town has been carefully restored by UNESCO and declared a World 
Heritage Site. Admire the ethereally graceful Stari Most (‘The Old 
Bridge’), originally built in 1566, the nearby Koski Mehmed Pasha 
Mosque and an old Turkish house, among other sites. You may also wish 
to explore the old bazaar independently, a haven for the city’s artists and 
craftsmen. Return to the ship in Opuzen this evening. (B, L, D)

Day 5 Brac & Split, Croatia. Sail this morning for Brac and the attractive 
port of Pucisca located at the end of a long bay. Brac is world renowned 
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for the quality of its stone which was used for the Diocletian’s Palace in 
Split as well as the White House in Washington and other parliament 
buildings in Europe. Spend a few hours in the charming small town, voted 
one of the prettiest in Europe, where the white roofs of the buildings 
create an ambient atmosphere. Later we sail the short distance to Split 
where we moor overnight and have the opportunity to dine ashore. (B, L) 

Day 6 Split & Sibenik. Our morning guided walking tour through Split 
includes the Palace of Diocletian which was built by the emperor in 
295-305 AD as his retirement villa. Much of this large building is well 
preserved and the palace contains Split’s Old Town within its walls, 
making it the only Roman palace that has been continuously inhabited 
since Roman times. It is a wonderful spot to wander the maze of streets. 
Over lunch we will sail to Sibenik where we enjoy a late afternoon 
walking tour through the historic town seeing the Cathedral of St James, 
the old city walls, and the theatre before dining on board this evening. 
(B, L, D)

Day 7 Krka National Park & Zadar. From our berth in Sibenik we visit 
the majestic waterfalls of Krka. Enjoy a morning guided walk along 
wooden walkways and across bridges through this unique fjord like 
landscape with its multiple waterfalls and interesting flora and fauna. 
Return to the ship for lunch and enjoy a leisurely afternoon on board 
sailing through the Kornati Islands as we make our way to Zadar for an 
overnight mooring and the opportunity to dine ashore independently 
this evening. (B, L)

Day 8 Zadar. Once a dominant city on the Adriatic coast rivalling 
Venice, Zadar is today a treasured city that has preserved its historical 
core. During our guided walking tour we will stroll around the old town 
with its Roman columns and portals, Romanesque churches and 
Renaissance and Baroque palaces. Of particular interest are the 9th 
century circular Church of St Donat, and the 13th century Romanesque 
cathedral. Over lunch we continue our journey north as we sail to Rab 
where we moor later this afternoon. We have the chance to sample one 
of the many local restaurants for dinner this evening as we moor 
overnight. (B, L) 

Day 9 Rab & Opatija. This morning we will take a guided walk through 
the picturesque Old Town, a perfectly preserved late Medieval Adriatic 
settlement squeezed into a slender peninsula along which are dotted a 
sequence of Romanesque campaniles. After a final afternoon at sea we 
arrive in Opatija and will take a walk around this genteel resort before 
our farewell dinner on board this evening. (B, L, D)

Day 10 Opatija to Lake Bled, Slovenia. Disembark this morning as we 
make our way to Slovenia. We will drive through the Karst region, known 

for its rich natural habitat. The Postojna Cave is a 21 kilometre long karst 
cave system, a web of underground passages, galleries and chambers, the 
biggest in Europe. There is almost no corner in the cave without a 
beautiful stalactite or stalagmite. The cave boasts the oldest underground 
train in the world, which we will use to partly explore this underground 
jewel but the two kilometres of its most attractive part is taken on foot 
allowing us to slowly take in the many natural and unusual wonders of the 
darkness. After lunch we continue to our hotel in Lake Bled where after 
some free time we will meet for dinner in the hotel. (B, L, D)

Day 11 Lake Bled. Using the local ‘pletna’ boats, this morning we will 
cruise the lake and make our way to Blejski Otok, an island situated in 
the middle of the lake where we will visit the Chapel of Santa Maria. 
Returning to the lakeside we will make our way to Bled Castle located 
high on the rock face above the lake, protecting the town since 1004.  
We end our visit at the picturesque old town of Radovljica, one of the 
best-preserved towns in Slovenia with houses dating back to the  
15th century. After lunch in the town we will return to the hotel in Lake 
Bled for an afternoon at leisure. Maybe take the walking track around the 
lake for further views or relax and enjoy the hotel facilities. We will meet 
for dinner tonight in the hotel. (B, L, D)

Even the most jaded of travellers cannot fail to be won over by the beauty of the Istrian coast 
and our eight-night exploration is combined with a visit to the region’s bucolic interior and 

some charming islands. Croatia’s Istrian coast and Kvarner Bay offer some of the world’s most 
beautiful coastal scenery, picturesque islands and a wonderfully tranquil and peaceful atmosphere. 
The 36-passenger Queen Eleganza is the perfect vessel for our journey allowing us to moor 
centrally in towns and call into secluded bays, enabling us to fully discover all the region has to 
offer and to visit some marvellous places which do not cater for the big ships along the way.

Our island calls will include Cres with its Italian influence and scenic Medieval harbour, the larger island 
of Krk and Losinj, a classic Adriatic island which is still relatively unspoilt. We will also travel inland to an 
area of disarming beauty characterised by fertile valleys with hilltop villages.

Spend a relaxing day on board and take the 
opportunity for a swim before arriving at Mali Losinj which sits at the foot 
of a protected harbour on the southeast coast of Losinj Island. It is the 
island’s mild climate and rich flora that give Mali Losinj its reputation as 
one of the most fragrant islands in Croatia; its air is scented with lavender, 
sage and rosemary. The seafront of the old town is lined with a string of 
imposing 19th century houses and villas and is a pleasant place to wander. 
Dine ashore this evening in one of the harbour-side restaurants. (B, L)

Day 9 Ilovik & Rab. Cruise this morning to Ilovik. Known as the island of 
flowers with oleander, palms and roses growing around every house and 
with only 170 residents, Ilovik is well off the traditional tourist route. We will 
stop for a wander or a swim before sailing to Rab. A late afternoon walking 
tour will take us through the picturesque Old Town, a perfectly preserved 
late Medieval Adriatic settlement squeezed into a slender peninsula along 
which are dotted a sequence of Romanesque campaniles. This evening 
you can sample one of the many local restaurants. (B, L)   

Day 10 Opatjia. After a morning cruising we arrive in Opatija this 
afternoon and have some time to explore this genteel resort town before 
we enjoy our farewell dinner on board. (B, L, D)

Day 11 Opatjia to London. Disembark this morning and transfer to 
Zagreb Airport for our scheduled flight to London. (B)

We then head to the island 
of Korcula and our first stop will be in the Old Town with its wonderful Medieval atmosphere and charming waterfront 
restaurants that can be enjoyed on our overnight mooring. Continuing on to the western end of the island we will visit Vela Luka 
which, although meaning “big harbour” in Croatian, is a peaceful and relaxing spot to explore. Our next few days will be spent 
visiting some of the quieter ports in the Dalmatian islands, with plenty of opportunities for swims in secluded bays and from 
pristine beaches. Discover Jelsa on the island of Hvar, surrounded by pine forests and Bol, close to the stunning Zlatni rat beach 
before spending some time in tranquil Maslinica with just 208 inhabitants. Our final afternoon will be spent exploring the 
historic city of Split, with its Diocletian Palace built by the Romans, and a fitting end to our voyage.

With just 36 guests on board we will be able to explore parts of the coast that most cruise ship passengers in the region rarely get 
to visit and, taking advantage of our central moorings, you will be able to sample the wonderful gastronomy and experience the 
enchanting towns and harbours in their evening splendour. In addition to our included guided excursions, we have allowed 
ample time at leisure and there will also be opportunities to swim from the ship as we call into secluded bays and hidden coves.

Day 1 London to Dubrovnik, Croatia. Fly by scheduled flight. On arrival 
transfer to the Queen Eleganza. Enjoy a welcome dinner on board this 
evening as we moor overnight. (D) 

Day 2 Dubrovnik & Mljet. Spend the morning in Dubrovnik, the  
“Pearl of the Adriatic“. After a short drive to Pile Gate, we will begin 
our guided walk through the unique Medieval Old Town of Dubrovnik, 
which was added to the UNESCO World Heritage List in 1979. See the 
major attractions such as the Rector’s Palace, the Romanesque-Gothic 
Dominican and Franciscan Monasteries and the Sponza Palace. Return 
to the vessel for lunch as we set sail to Mljet. There will be the 
opportunity to dine ashore this evening as we moor overnight. (B, L)    

Day 3 Mljet & Korcula. Mljet is one of the few Dalmatian islands that 
was never ruled by Venice and this is apparent in the architecture and 
the absence of any sizeable historic town. What it lacks in great 
architecture it more than makes up for in natural beauty and there will 
be a tour to the National Park including its beautiful lakes. Over lunch 
we sail to Korcula, the reputed birthplace of the explorer Marco Polo, 
arriving later this afternoon. On our tour enjoy some time walking along 
the crooked Medieval streets to the elegant squares which are flanked 
with palaces of the old nobility. We will moor overnight and you will be 
able to dine ashore in the Old Town this evening. (B, L) 

Day 4 Korcula. There will be some free time this morning to explore 
the Old Town before we sail along the coast of the island to our next 
port of call, Vela Luka, where we will arrive later this afternoon. 
Occupying a large bay at the western end of the island, the name  
Vela Luka means “big harbour” in Croatian. Spend some time strolling 
the charming harbourside promenade or take an uphill walk to visit  
the Vela Spila cave, one of the most important prehistoric cave 
dwellings in Europe, inhabited since the Stone Age. Enjoy dinner on 
board this evening. (B, L, D)   

Day 5 Hvar. After a morning sailing, we will arrive on the island of  
Hvar after lunch, mooring in the picturesque town of Jelsa. This small 
harbour town is surrounded by pine forests and is the perfect place for 
an afternoon stroll or maybe take a walk to one of the nearby beaches 
that can be found in the secluded coves that dot the coastline. Dine 
ashore this evening in one of the many harbourside restaurants and 
moor overnight. (B, L)
